AN ORDINANCE OF THE TOWNSHIP OF HARDING, MORRIS COUNTY, NEW JERSEY 

AMENDING CHAPTER 7 OF THE CODE OF THE TOWNSHIP OF HARDING BY ADDING A NEW 

SECTION 7-28.5 ESTABLISHING THE POSITION OF ASSISTANT TOWNSHIP ADMINISTRATOR 

 

BE IT ORDAINED by the Township Committee of the Township of Harding in the County of Morris, State of 

New Jersey that Chapter 7 of the Code of the Township of Harding is hereby amended as follows by adding a new 

§ 7-28.5, establish the position of Assistant Township Administrator, to read as follows:  

 

Section 1. The Code of the Township of Harding is hereby amended with a new § 7-28.5 to read in its entirety as 

follows: 

   

§ 7-28.5 Assistant Township Administrator.  The position of Assistant Township Administrator is hereby 

established in and for the Township of Harding. An Assistant Township Administrator shall be appointed by 

resolution of the Township Committee to hold office at the pleasure of the Township Committee. The 

compensation of the Assistant Township Administrator shall be fixed by resolution of the Township Committee in 

accordance with the applicable salary ordinance. The Assistant Township Administrator shall perform such duties 

as may be required by ordinance or resolution or by the direction of the Township Committee or Township 

Administrator.  

 

Section 2. All Ordinances or parts of Ordinances that are inconsistent with this Ordinance are hereby 

repealed to the extent of such inconsistencies. 

 

Section 3. If any article, section, subsection, paragraph, phrase or sentence is, for any reason, held to 

unconstitutional or invalid, said article, section, subsection, paragraph, phrase or sentence shall be deemed 

severable.
